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課程概述Course Description：
In this course we will review history of East Asia as a region and look at economic development of individual countries since World War II with a special focus on the role of governments. During the first half of the semester, we will review the history of East Asia. In the second half of the semester, we will use journal articles to look deeper into the issues surrounding East Asian political economy.  We will look at political economy issues in China, Japan, South Korea, Taiwan, Singapore, Indonesia, Malaysia, Thailand, the Philippines, and Vietnam.

Each class section will be taught in two sessions. In the first hour, Professor Tso will present the materials in a lecture style. In the second hour, the students will form smaller discussion groups to go over the material together.
